The two monthly statements presented herein include the:

e Revenue and Expense Statement — A comparison of budgeted and actual year-to-date amounts for
the current and prior fiscal year.

e Balance Sheet — A comparison of actual year-to date asset, liability and fund balance accounts for
the current and prior fiscal year. The accrued compensated leave liability is also reflected. This
value is determined at June 30th of each year and is required for annual reporting as the amount
expected to be financed in the future. The amount reflects the dollar value of employee annual and
sick leave balances that would be paid to employees if FKCC were to cease operations.

The following highlights should be noted:

¢ REVENUE
0 Student revenues in November and December are higher than last year due to
the combination of increases in enrollment and tuition increases along with
approved student fee increases.

o Cash on hand decreased in December because of payment due dates and the
holidays.

0 Receivables are considerably higher in December because of increased
enroliment and the drop for non payment date being January 9, 2009.

e EXPENSES
o Current expenses are expected to be higher than last year due to the spend-
down of the fund balance this year, along with the projected increases in utilities.

0 Contingency expenses reflect those expenses reflected within the Board approved
budget
