	The Computer Science Advisory Committee has been established and has met twice this academic year.  As a result, curriculum modifications have been made:

- 6 new courses

- Multiple courses removed from catalog 

Curriculum has been reviewed by the CSAC and recommendations made.  As a result, the Program Director has worked closely with the Curriculum Committee to add 6 new courses, remove old courses from the books, present a revised certificate program and a revised AS degree in Computer Information Technology.
Computer science syllabi have been modified to adhere to the FKCC standardized syllabi.  This ensures students are aware of college policies and procedures that are found in the FKCC syllabus.
CGS 1100 courses were redesigned for the Fall and Spring 2011.  Students from all CGS sections attended the lecture portion of the class together.  For the lab portion, students registered for a separate course registration number as the labs only support 28 computers.  This redesign is effective and cuts down on the number of CGS courses required to be offered.  
Additionally, the unit’s director has revised the CGS 1100 syllabus.  One  change is the order in which PowerPoint is introduced in the course.  It has been positioned to appear at the beginning of the course as the proficient use of PowerPoint is required for multiple courses e.g. Intro to Speech Comm.  Excel is now focused on more than MS Word.  Word is a more widely used program and most students have a general awareness of Word.  However, Excel is not only utilized less by students day-to-day, but is required by many businesses.  These modifications to the syllabus foster student success in the FKCC classroom as well as professionally. 

The CGS 1100 course and CGS 1000 course have both been converted into hybrid.  The course shell is used to distribute course materials as well as for the drop box and quiz functions.  This alleviates the need for as many course sections, and enables more students to enroll in the sections.
The computer science program has two graduates for May, 2011. The graduate survey development and dissemination is scheduled for Fall 2012.
