A&P Revealed is being used for the last 2/3 of A&P1 lab (BSC1085L) and entire A&P2 lab (BSC1086L).
	Prerequisite for MGF 1106 are now listed in the catalog to better inform students of expectations and appropriate academic preparation. Information at FKCC synchronized with State when registrar updated information at the state level to reflect prerequisites. The state has not yet updated their website, but FKCC has publicized the changes, which are designed to ensure that students are appropriate prepared so that they are more likely to be successful in their educational pursuits.

Student tutors are helping students in the ISLE – their hours and availability are posted in the ISLE and also publicized through advising services. The student tutors were identified by college faculty and the faculty also connect with the students who utilize the services to ensure that tutoring is effective and beneficial.  

The priority for the math and sciences department was to ensure that prerequisites were updated and publicized and that student tutors were selected and hired to assist with learners. For this reason, faculty have not had the opportunity this year to connect with advising services for the purpose of developing an advising process where students enroll in math the first semester. This outcome is being integrated into the 2011-12 plan.  








(1) Instructors at all locations have coordinated and standardized most lab activities; (2) lab supplies and equipment was ordered throughout the 2010-11 fiscal year to revitalize the department’s inventory; (3) the department lab assistant has ensured that lab supplies and equipment are shared equitably among location and that consumables are replenished, as needed.

Department head has improved interdepartmental communication including increased collaboration between all faculty regardless of location in relevant decisions such as:
-Scheduling courses
- Departmental syllabus standardization teaching collaboration, etc.).  
This alignment has improved the overall effectiveness of the unit.

Due to time constraints and resource limitations departmental meetings were unable to be scheduled and held.  However, though improved departmental email and phone communication to instructors, department head was able to collaborate and maintain communication with staff at all FKCC locations.  Syllabi standardization is a process currently in progress and is actively being discussed and reviewed through email and phone communication.  Syllabi standardization is expected for Fall 2011 semester.

(1) A&P Revealed (APR) labs have provided consistency in the lab experience for all A&P students at all locations.  
(2) APR labs also provide real cadaver dissection experience, which is much more relevant and useful to our students, who primarily enter nursing programs after completing the A&P courses.
(3) APR labs allow students to work at their own pace, return to dissections (which is not possible with live dissections), see labeled anatomical parts (right on the dissection) and use self-quizzes to actively direct and assess their own learning.
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
