	This objective was not completed.  No budget requests for FY 11 were funded.  The department has a strong pool of psychology adjuncts that teach psychology and human growth and development.  

MyHistoryLab is now utilized by all of the history courses offered at FKCC.  The labs add essential online components to the course.  For example, historical speeches, videos, debates, news articles, and journals are now available through the lab.  Not only does this effectively supplement in-class lectures and discussions, but it also ensures continuity between history courses, as all instructors and students have access to the same information.  This engaging media has improved the overall student perception towards history.  Sociology courses are not yet utilizing MySocLab.  

The Historiography course was submitted and approved by curriculum committee in March of 2010.  The course was developed as a result of collaboration between the historical society and history department.  However, the course did not “run” due to zero enrollment.  The courses relied on high school students to become involved in a historiography project.  

The state wide course numbering system cannot make the Gordon Rule change to a singular course.  However, instructor has initiated Writing Across the Curriculum (WAC).  Students are required to write papers using Chicago Manual Style.  The additional writing and use of Chicago style fosters student success by ensuring FKCC students are prepared for transfer to four-year degrees at the state colleges and universities of Florida.



Limited funds and resources have delayed the painting project for the ceramics studio.  However, painting is scheduled for August 2011, at which point the studio should undergo updating and rearranging.
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
